Experts to hunt
passport forgers

AUSTRALIAN forensic experts
will be dispatched to South-
East Asia in the new year, in a
bid to trap potential terrorists
and criminals travelling to
Australia on false passports.

Forensic document exam-
iners Tonya Trubshoe and Jeff
Hurrell, with the Department of
Immigration, will take up posts
in Asia to examine the pass-
ports of people applying for
visas to Australia and to share
their expertise with their local
counterparts.

Ms Trubshoe, who formerly
worked for the Queensland

police, told The Advertiser the
act of producing a false travel
document had become more
advanced in recent years – and
forgers were keeping up with
government technology de-
signed to stymie them.

It used to be that passports
were doctored with a ballpoint
pen, and the hope that no one
would look that closely.

But advances in technology,
and the deep pockets of terror-
ist and criminal syndicates, has
meant passport fraud is now a
slick operation, with govern-
ments struggling to keep their
borders secure.

Techniques include using im-
prints only visible under ultra-

violet lighting, hard to repro-
duce patterns printed behind
the photo, and biometric data
is being trialled for Australian
passports.

‘‘We most often see photo
substitutions, or doctored orig-
inals, but increasingly we’re see-
ing complete counterfeit pass-
ports,’’ Ms Trubshoe said.

‘‘Often they’ve got all the en-
try stamps. They build up a
history of holidays. If you have
got the stamps in there, it looks
like it’s been accepted by other
countries, and looks more cred-
ible. There are a lot of very good
counterfeits,’’ she said.
